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Canine Health Alert: Leptospirosis

Leptospirosis, or “Lepto” for short, is a deadlyctaial
infection spread in the urine of wild life and dastie

animals. Lepto causes a sudden and often fatat ohse
kidney failure and is contagious to dogs, peopié, @ '
a

variety of livestock and wildlife.

Leptospirosis is difficult to diagnose with 1
certainty because there are no consistently relisgsits

for the disease. The diagnosis is often based tipon

characteristic clinical symptoms and typical change

on a routine blood panel. %

Clinical signs may include vomiting, diarrhea, feve
severe lethargy, abdominal pain, and sudden d&€hth. A, -~
lab tests reveal acute and severe kidney failuité, av M
without elevations in liver values. The suspectases

seen at Blue Springs Animal Hospital recently hlaad a very sudden onset of illness and are resistareatment. Death has occurred
within 24-48 hours despite the best efforts totttka infection and reverse the kidney failure.

Because the disease is often fatal in dogs anhiggious to people, we recommend that all petiserBlue Springs/Kansas City Metro
area get vaccinated for Lepto.

We started vaccinating dogs for Lepto in October of 2005.
